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1 Reason for Change

The special administrative command “set” is already defined in the SCWS technical specification to configure the SCWS. This command is used to activate/deactivate http, to activate/deactivate https and to setup the URI associated to the default page. There is no audit command available to retrieve this current configuration of the SCWS. This change request intends to define a command to audit the SCWS configuration.
