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1 Overview

OMA SEC SCT is specifying the Smart Card Web Server, an application on the smart card that is able to return static or dynamic pages to a client (e.g. a browser) in the terminal. The main reason for this liaison is to allow the development and installation of interoperable applications in the smart card that can be invoked from the SCWS.

One important use case is to let an interoperable card application (e.g. Java Applets) on the UICC, known by the Smart Card Web Server, create a dynamic result page. The URL received by the Smart Card Web Server will contain:

a) the name referencing an application to be triggered     and 

b) additional parameters which need to be passed to this application.

An example URL could be:  http://<host>:<port>/apps/restaurants?dist=walking&type=chinese
The name “apps/restaurants” lets the Smart Card Web Server trigger an application in the card, to which parameters (e.g. part of the received http message, the parameters “dist=walking” and “type=chinese”, etc.) have to be passed.

The application will then create dynamic content (e.g. some xhtml formatted data) which is passed back to the Smart Card Web Server and then returned to the client in the terminal. 

2 Requested Actions

OMA SEC SCT kindly asks SCP REQ to agree on requirements to kick off the technical work in SCP TEC to define the following interfaces:

a) to register an application to the Smart Card Web Server

b) to trigger a registered application by the Smart Card Web Server 

c) to pass parameters/data to this application

d) to receive response data from this application

The proposed solution needs to include CAT applications in order to allow the invoked application to e.g. be able to communicate with a remote server via SMS.

3 Conclusion

OMA SEC SCT would like to thank SCP REQ for their collaboration and is looking forward to jointly enable a rapid implementation of the SCWS.
