5.1 What is a descriptor

The set of information related to a User that may be used to create personalized and contextualized services is called Service User Profile, whose definition can be found in SUPM RD.

 The precise set is also listed in SUPM RD.

 The formalisation of each element of this set of information is made through descriptors which provide the way to identify the data elements that can be processed (read, written, ...) through SUPM enabler  and presented back to the requestor. They provide the way to identify ONTO which data the SUPM requestor wants the operation to be performed 

Such descriptors provide a unique name for the data, associated with a presentation format.

The name of the data is re-used from the RD, section 6.2.4 and subsections 6.2.4.x. When a data corresponds to its use in the context of a given service, the name of the data contains the label of that service (i.e. for convergent address book, name starts by CAB-).

All those descriptors are registered in the OMNA naming space, starting with the root SUPM-.

 When a given data element may be presented under various format, there is a distinctive name for this data element per format (i.e. SUPM-date-F1 for a date in the American way to present dates: yyyy-mm-dd, and SUPM-date-F2 for a date in the French way: dd-mm-yyyy). Normal rule being that a given data has one presentation format
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
