6   Interfaces
6.1 SUPM-1 interface

SUPM-1 is an interface exposed by the SUPM Component to the Data Consumer. The Data Consumer uses this interface to read (query/search) Service User Profile from the SUPM Component, as well as to write (create/modify/delete) the Service User Profile to the SUPM Component, accompanied by the associated User identifiers.
The SUPM-1 interface allows the SUPM Component to:

· Receive the Data Request from Data Consumer
· Provide Data Response to the Data Consumer
The SUPM-1 interface allows the Data Consumer to:

· Read (query/search) Service User Profile from the SUPM Component
· Write (create/modify/delete) Service User Profile to the SUPM Component
There is one request, followed by one response, each of which contains a number of required parameters, as described below.
