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1 Overview

The OMA Architecture WG would like to advise 3GPP SA1, SA5 and CT4, on the current status of the OMA Service User Profile Management work item.

The Service User Profile Management (SUPM) enabler provides a central point to access and manage the data related to Service User Profile, with which OMA enablers or other resources can read and update those data in order to support contextualization and personalization of the User’s telecommunication services (as quoted from [3]).
2 Proposal

Since approval of the Work Item [1], the Requirements Document [2] has been approved as a Candidate Specification, and the Architecture Document [3] is in a mature state.   An initial draft has been created for the supporting Technical Specification [4] to address detailed protocol and messaging for the enabler release.  Project planning for SUPM identifies approval of the Candidate Enabler Release in the second half of 2010.

SUPM makes references to 3GPP’s User Data Convergence [UDC].

The SUPM Architecture Document [3] is currently undergoing its formal review, and defines the architectural model and dependencies (on OMA and other specifications including UDC).  SUPM consists of one single interface [SUPM-1] to support a data consumer to read, update, create, or delete Service User Profile data, and requests contain the following information related to the operation to be performed

· identification of the user 

· type of operation: read/update/create/delete
· identification of the set of data.
The early working draft of the Technical Specification [4] has already identified a Data Request Analysis Function and a Data Translation Function.  This specification will define the SUPM-1 interface, supported protocols, message formats, identification of the set of data, and bindings.
As mentioned in a previous LS [5] and in the Architecture Document [3], UDC is one of the possible data source and, depending on deployements, SUPM may use interfaces and data definitions specified by UDC

2. SA5 is requested to review the SUPM specifications, and invited to provide an update on the status and progress of its UDC activities related to SUPM (e.g. UDC information models etc.).

3. CT4 is requested to review the SUPM specifications, and invited to provide an update on the status and progress of its UDC activities related to SUPM (e.g. UDC front ends, Ud interface, UDR etc.).
