2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a position on two points: 

· What are the architecture principles for data element name mapping to data elements in data sources?
· What are the architecture principles for Data transformation/Format transformation?
· What should be described in the AD and where (normative or informative)?
3 Detailed Proposal

1) What are the architecture principles for data element name mapping to data elements in data sources?
2) What are the architecture principles for Data transformation/Format transformation?
The Current AD describes that the SUPM exposes via SUPM-1 a Service User Profile that is composed of data elements. Data elements are named and have a format that will be defined by SUPM specification. 
In a LDAP directory structure , Service User Profile may be define as an object class and its list of attributes (this is FFS at TS level). 

Let use the term Service User Profile attributes or SUP attributes for the SUP data elements in this contribution. 

SUPM Data consumer does not know how these SUP attributes relate to data elements in data sources.
SUPM Data consumer knows SUP attribute names and format. They are defined in SUPM specification (possibly referring other specifications).

For a given deployment of SUPM, the service provider will configure how SUP attributes map to the actual data elements in the data sources this includes SUP Attribute id mapping to data element id  mapping in a data source and format mapping (if needed). Data elements may be named differently in the data sources, they may have a different format.  How this mapping is configured is out of scope of the specification. 
Position  to ADRR comments: 

· A024: do the standardized names identify a single data element?  Or can a single name expand into a set of data elements?
NO: There is no link between a standardized Name of a data element of the SUP and a data element in a data source defined in the specification. This is deployment configuration defined (not part of the standard).

· A046 : Can data transformation (i.e. formatting) be specified for write operations (so SUPM knows the format of the incoming data)
NO: Data transformation is not specified at the SUPM-1 interface level. A given SUP attribute has a format that is known to the Data consumer. Possible data format transformation is deployment configuration defined (not part of the standard).
2) What should be described in the AD and where (normative or informative)?
A normative description of the Service User profile structure exposed on the SUPM-1 interface should be captured in one paragraph in the SUPM-1 interface section based on this contribution and on issue1.  It should be removed from 5.0.
· Alternatively: A new section could be added 5.3.3 to describe the Service User Profile principles as this is an important aspect of SUPM. 

A normative description already describes the mapping in 5.3.1. It may state that there is a possible format transformation and mapping function and that the transformation and mapping rules are defined by configuration. (The how is out of the scope of the standard).
If needed appendix D could be enhanced if needed by an example for clarification.
