Appendix A. Data mapping considerations in SUPM deployments (Informative)

The SUPM enabler offers a view of the Service User Profile through a single interface (SUPM-1) to data requestors (e.g. applications, enablers).  Requestors can read and update data elements of the Service User Profile without having to care about the actual (possibly different) data sources for the various data elements of the profile.

The method for mapping the data element from the Service User Profile view to the actual data elements in the data sources (see Figure 3) is implementation specific. The configuration of this mapping is outside the scope of this specification. 
A SUPM implementation should be capable of associating one or more data sources to each data element exposed via the SUPM-1 interface. 
If there is one data source for each data element exposed via the SUPM-1 interface, SUPM will provide a view of the Service User Profile of the different data elements from the configured data sources.

If there are more than one data sources for a given data element, SUPM provides a view based on the following principles:   At configuration time, the Service Provider chooses which data source is used to return the value for the read operation. For a write operation, all data sources are updated per the new value. That means, the data items in different data sources should be kept consistent as long as the underlying data has not been changed by other (non-SUPM) means.
It is up to the Service Provider to decide which and how many data sources are associated with a data item.
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
