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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes to add protocols to be used considered as candidates for the SUPM-1 interface.

2 Summary of Contribution

It is proposed to add REST/XML and SOAP/XML to the candidate list of protocols to be considered for the SUPM-1 interface.

3 Detailed Proposal

Today many enterprises have deployed an SOA infrastructure to secure, manage and trace access to their APIs and Enablers. This infrastructure mainly relies on the use of Web Services protocols such as HTTP/REST or HTTP/SOAP.

These protocols are also today mandatory to expose Telco's APIs to external services in order to gain maximum interest from different communities of developers.

For these reasons, we recommend the support of both REST and SOAP APIs for SUPM-1 in order to foster adoption both towards internal and external services.

REST/XML


Used for Data manipulation


REST like interface will be adapted to situations where high levels of security or complexity are not necessary, allowing lighter applications to access data through a lighter protocol. 

Moreover, some protocols relying on Rest principles are being widely used and have already been selected by OMA (like XCAP for xml documents).

SOAP/XML


Used for Data Manipulation


In that context, the Liberty ID-WSF specifications (or dedicated profiles of these specifications) should be considered as it already provides:

· a SOAP-based framework to access to identity-related data in a secured and privacy-friendly way (supporting for example a mechanism to interact with the user to gather its consent before releasing the data, providing a secured access to someone-else data, …),

· a common template for the creation, query, modification, and deletion (a.k.a. "CRUD") of identity-related data exposed by a data service,
