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1 Reason for Change

The enabler must distinguish the state of data elements: (1) prior to when a data element has been give a value (undefined) and (2) after a data element has been given a value (which might or might not be a default value, such as 0 for an integer, or null for a string).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  add this text to section 10 about Data Views and Data Elements
Until a data element (for a user) is assigned a value, that data element does not actually exist – its value is “undefined”.  The data element (for a given user) comes into being (i.e., its value is no longer “undefined”) when given a value via a CREATE or UPDATE operation.  When the data element is deleted via a DELETE operation, it again becomes “undefined”.
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
