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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes the initial text for the Introduction section of the OGSA AD.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed text for the Introduction section effectively incorporates text from the Work Item to introduce the key components of the Work Item into the AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

It is proposed to include the following text into the beginning of the Introduction section.  The text effectively incorporates the text from the Work Item, which may be subsequently expanded in later sections.

Introduction
4.1
Objectives

The OGSA defines an overall service architectural view of OMA enablers leveraging OSE, such that when creating a new (or revised) enabler, a WG may identify the context of the enabler being defined.  
The OGSA
· identifies the OMA enabler’s relevance [relevance implies a judgment of value that is not in the WID scope… We would prefer this to be dropped and limit the text to context] / context in a wider [Wider with respect to what?] service environment

· facilitates the justification [Again the WID Is not about validating appropriateness of enablers… we recommend dropping “justification”] and represent for enablers (not just individually but in a wider context), and helps operators and external entities understand and leverage OMA enablers
· enables the WG to identify the context of the enabler [Isn’t that the same as previous bullet. Can’t we group WG and operators]
· identifies dependencies and common functions within OMA, and dependencies or links to external enablers
· enables flexibility in groupings of functionality both end-to-end and per enabler [Explain what end to end functionality means and what functiuonality per enabler means. If undefined, drop]
· enables modularity to adapt the global architecture view to operational service environments (or use cases). [This sentence means nothing. Drop unless it’s rephrased in an understandable way]
4.2
Enabling a global view
The OGSA considers work undertaken both inside OMA as well as other organisations.  To enable this global view, the OGSA may be described in the following manner:-
· Domains

· a set of enablers grouped together to capture their relation to a particular service environment use case [Frankly the terminology is doubtful.. A fdomain is a group of enabler…. I have no problem but who cares and what is the value to define a name that is so ambiguous for that…?]
· multiple domains may be identified and domains may overlap (i.e. some enablers may be common to multiple domains)  

· functional interactions of enablers 

· the interactions and links

· between enablers within the domain [Why any enbaler cabn intercat with any other? Are you implying that only enabler in a domain intercat with each others? I would question the usefulness that but it would clarify the terminology…], identifying all the specifically available interfaces

· to other OMA enablers [Why would it matter. This distinction is arbitray froma OSE / I0 point of view. This has no reason for being.]
· in other domains (e.g. OMA enablers such Location, Presence, Charging, Security etc) [Don’t know what that means]
· to external enablers [Undefined today per OMA terminology and definition… We need to define before stating this. 3GPP service enbalers are nlot comparable to OMA enablers] and platforms

· in other SDOs (e.g. 3GPP IMS etc.)

· 
multiple functional component views may be identified per domain [I don’t even understand what that means. Again till we define and explain I am not ok to see this as text in introduction. We can add after we have defined and in fcat done in other sections so that we know what this is…]
· to facilitate ease of understanding and modularity

· functional component profile [What does this mean? Do you mean enablers versus components in an enabler? Do you mean something else?]
· the list of optional sub-components/functionality per functional component

· enables clearer identification of the optional capabilities (used/offered) by the functional components [Options are not optionmal sub-componenets. Giev example sto justify before this is OK]
The OGSA may also consider additional means to enable a global view.

4.3
Ensuring a managed architecture
To ensure a consistent evolution of the global architecture view, the OGSA defines an architecture change management process [We need to define this term. What does it mean? How can a docxument change management ensure the rets of the sentence?]] to ensure that changes to the architecture are managed in a cohesive and architected way, and to establish and support the implemented architecture as a dynamic architecture.  The OGSA supports the flexibility to evolve rapidly [Whhy/how?] in response to the evolution of new enablers and to changes in the business environment. 
The architecture change management process enables the continual monitoring of various aspects related to the architectural view (e.g. new enabler developments, changes in the business environment), and will support determining whether to initiate a new architecture evolution cycle.

The architecture change management process determines [remember the WID was approved only conditionally to having a process put in place… Should we mention that?
· the circumstances under which the architecture, or parts of it, will be permitted to change, 

· and the process by which that will happen

enabling the global architecture view to evolve and adapt in a systematic and controlled manner.
