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1 Overview

This liaison statement is to inform GSMA GSG about the status of the OMA RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs (3.0) and to seek feedback on the current work plan.
OMA Architecture Group is progressing the required work on RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs (3.0) for RCS5.1 and the current draft is available in [2]. This profile includes two new APIs, WebRTC Signaling API and NMS API as well as the required changes to the existing APIs. WebRTC Signaling API is now Candidate and NMS API is expected to reach Candidate status by June 2014. 
There is still a significant list of changes that need to be applied to the existing APIs in order to align them with RCS Requirement Specification v2.3.1, most of which are related to Chat API. Most of the changes, as listed in [1], were raised since the creation of the work item in subsequent RCS5.1 maintenance releases. 
OMA ARC would like to inform GSMA GSG: 

· That the current workplan for the Candidate approval of RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs 3.0 was shifted to September 2014 to cope with the new schedule of NMS API and the list of changes to other APIs.
· That there is a high risk that RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs 3.0 will not include the currently missing Chat API changes unless companies interested in RCS APIs step forward to support the current work in OMA ARC. OMA proposes to release the specification in September possibly with the remaining open issues, in particular in Chat API.

· That it is OMA ARC's understanding that GSMA GSG is working on an RCS API requirement document that includes RCS5.1v4 and RCS5.2 evolutions. OMA ARC proposes to work on these evolutions in the scope of a new work item, RCS API Profile 4.0.

· Inform OMA ARC about the required time frame for the availability of the RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs V4.0.
· Inform OMA ARC of possible future RCS releases that may require further evolutions of the RCS Profile of RESTful Network APIs.
Note that OMA ARC is holding bi weekly conference call and the next face to face meetings are June 2 to 6 and August 25 to 29.
