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1 Overview

This liaison statement is the OMA response to “GSMA Access Request for OneAPI profile of ParlayREST Call Control APIs” (Access doc 31 006), dated 14/09/2010.
2 Proposal

The OMA Architecture working group had an opportunity to review the requirements from GSMA ACCESS to subset and combine specific features from the three Call Control related ParlayREST API technical specifications (i.e. Third Party Call, Call Notification, and Audio Call), into a OneAPI Call Control Profile, aiming at simplicity for developers and at cross-operator compatibility.
The OMA Architecture working group is happy to report that the requirements will be taken on board for the current schedule of the ParlayREST v2 enabler (which is targeted for candidate approval in December 2010). The OMA Architecture working group commits to produce a OneAPI Call Control Profile deliverable.

As the work is ongoing, OMA ARC commits to fulfill the requirements, but is unable at this stage to provide details on the specific technical solution which is currently being designed. OMA ARC expects to be able to provide such details in the October timeframe.
