	Initiate a file transfer session with the selected recipient or re-use an active group chat session for file transfer to all group chat members. In case a group chat does not exist it is to be initiated by using UNICHT-002b or UNI-CHT-30.File transfer within a group chat is supported only if notified by the RCS enabler. A SIP INVITE request is sent to the remote party (i.e., the contact).

A file transfer instance is created at the reception of indication that invite and initial message were delivered (SIP 180).

The file could be sent either in the body of the request or via an URL to the actual file.

Our analysis leads to consider that current Network APIs already cover this requirement; consequently there is no need for a specific API evolution

The analysis of the RESTful Network API for FileTransfer (Draft Version 1.0 – 20 Jan 2015) highlights that the POST method to create a new 1-1 file transfer session (p 15) relies on FileTransferSessionInformation data structure

This leads us to consider that current File Transfer API is already designed to manage UNI-FLT-001
Note that in the UNI-FLT-001 requirement comment cell, it is written that: “….File transfer within a group chat is supported only if notified by the RCS enabler ….”

According to RCS Common Core 1.1 Service Description Document, (paragraph 7.2 “User Stories and Feature Requirements”)
US7-7 As a user, I want to transfer a file to multiple users at a time within a Group Chat. 
 R7-7-1 File Transfer within a Group Chat shall transfer the file to all participants of the Group Chat. 

 R7-7-2 The ability to send files shall be available independent of whether the Operator supports legacy Group   Chat or not. 

We consider that the network (RCS enabler) should always enable File Transfer in Group Chat. Consequently, there is no need for an API/Method to check it from a Group Chat
