Revises the ALM TS based on the assumption of vCard 4.0 related extensions appearing directly within the ALM schema, particular, within the ALM “Attribute” complex type.  

Change 1:  Edit to section “5.2.1  XML Namespaces”
5.2.1 XML Namespaces

The namespace for the Address List Management data types is:



urn:oma:xml:rest:netapi:addresslistmgt:1

The 'xsd' namespace is used in the present document to refer to the XML Schema data types defined in XML Schema [XMLSchema1, XMLSchema2]. The 'common' namespace is used in the present document to refer to the data types defined in [REST_NetAPI_Common]. The use of the names 'xsd' and ‘common’ is not semantically significant.

The XML schema for the data structures defined in the section below is given in [REST_SUP_AddressListMgmt].

Applications following the RESTful Network API for Address List Management V 1.0 specification SHALL use the namespace urn:oma:xml:rest:netapi:addresslistmgmt:1. 
For purposes of contact information conveyed in vCard 4.0:

· vCard 4.0 properties and vCard 4.0 group properties are from the name space urn:oma:xml:rest:netapi-vcard4
· vCard parameters are from the name space urn:oma:xml:rest:netapi-vcard4-attr
Note: Server implementations can choose to also support the legacy namespace urn:oma:xml:rest:addresslistmgmt:1 for the Address List Management data types, in order to allow backwards-compatibility with [ParlayREST_AddressListMgmt] applications. Use of this legacy namespace is deprecated and support is foreseen to be withdrawn in future versions of this specification. In messages sent from the server to the application, the legacy namespace is suggested to be used by the server if it was used by a legacy application in the corresponding request or subscription message.
