The 'common' namespace prefix is used in the present document to refer to the data types defined in [REST_NetAPI_Common]. The use of namespace prefixes such as 'xsd' is not semantically significant.

If the recipient fails to react within a time interval defined by service policies, the session invitation will time out. In case of a 1-1 session, this means that the session will terminate.
