Outline of the flows:

1. The application (originator client) subscribes file transfer notifications by doing a HTTP POST operation to create new subscriptions resource.The response contains a 201 with a location header pointing to the created resource with {subscriptionId}.
2. The application (receiver client) subscribes file transfer notifications by doing a HTTP POST operation to create new subscriptions resource.The response contains a 201 with a location header pointing to the created resource with {subscriptionId}.
3. To initiate a new file transfer session, the application (originator client) sends the request with HTTP POST operation to the server to submit a {FileTransferSessionInformation} structure of resource all 1-1 FileTransfer sessions and the request includes actual file content within MIME multipart/form-data entity bodies. After receives the request message, the server create the new file transfer session resource, response the resulting {resourceURL} containing the {SessionId} and the created file transfer session information to the application.
4. The server uses the HTTP POST operation to notify the application (receiver client) about the current status of the subscription. The notification contains the file transfer invitation and include {fileinformation}. 
5. To accept a file transfer invitation, the application (receiver client) sends the request with HTTP POST operation to the server to set “Connected” status and accepted files in {ReceiverSessionStatus} structure of resource Session Status. After receives the request message, the server update the status and response to the application.
6. The server uses the HTTP POST operation to notify the application (originator client) about the current status of the subscription. The notification contains the file transfer invitation acceptance information.
7. The server uses the HTTP POST operation to notify the application (receiver client) about the current status of the subscription. The notification contains the {filetransferId} and actual file transfer content. 
8. To report file delivery status, the application (receiver client) sends the request with HTTP POST operation to the server to set “Delivered” status in {FileDeliveryStatus} structure of resource Individual file delivery status. After receives the request message, the server update the status and response to the application.
9. The server uses the HTTP POST operation to notify the application (originator client) about the current status of the subscription. The notification contains the file delivery status.
10. To terminate the file transfer session, the application (originator client) sends the request with HTTP DELETE operation to the server with {sessionId} of resource Individual 1-1 file transfer session. After receives the request message, the server end the file transfer session, response whether the deletion was successful to the application. Information about the file transfer session that was deleted is no longer available.
11. The server uses the HTTP POST operation to notify the application (receiver client) about the current status of the subscription. The notification contains the File transfer event “SessionEnded”.
12. To cancel subscription and stop corresponding notifications, the application (originator client) stops the notifications subscription using HTTP DELETE with a resource URL containing the {subscriptionId}.
13. To cancel subscription and stop corresponding notifications, the application (receiver client) stops the notifications subscription using HTTP DELETE with a resource URL containing the {subscriptionId}.
