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1 Reason for Contribution

Following discussions during a joint meeting ARC-CAB in Vancouver on a way forward for CAB and ALM APIs alignment (see OMA-ARC-CAB-APIs-2011-0038R01-INP), this contribution gives an overview of changes that will be required to ALM API in order to make it easier to re-use ALM functionality by CAB (regardless whether option A or B is selected)
2 Summary of Contribution

Changes that are required for the existing ALM TS include:
· renaming of ALM API name,

· renaming of some of ALM resources to have more generic names,

· update of data types to incorporate CAB specific information
3 Detailed Proposal

The following resource tree diagram shows resources both for ALM and CAB. 

ALM resources that needs to be renamed are depicted in green colour,
Resources depicted in red colour require change of data structures associated with the resources,
Resources that are specific for CAB only are depicted in blue colour.
