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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes XML examples for Chat.

Note that the CR has been written with the assumption that CR 284 is agreed. In case that CR is not agreed, or revised, this CR needs to be revised before it can be incorporated.
This CR also removes the response code 202 from joining a chat session, as there is the status “Invited” than can be used to signal pending invitations. 
The examples for adding participants in section 6 (new) and Annex C (existing) are aligned.

The Notifications framework is simplified. In case there are links to a parent (such as groupSessions) and child (such as groupSessions/status) included where the child is a static string, the link to the child is removed. This reduces overhead, still the client can access the child; it simply needs to append the static name. 
Also, providing the link to the related subscription is downgraded to a “MAY” for the frequently-sent notifications. The reason is that including this in any chat message makes the protocol of the Chat API too chatty (pun intended).
Also, an issue has been discovered with applying the recently-agreed resourceURL change pattern, as follows: 

The Chat API generally makes heavy use of the link mechanism in Notifications. In MessageNotification, a link to the related message instance is provided. Now, according to our new rule, we would also need to supply a resourceUrl element in the Chat message body (even though the chat message resource cannot be accessed using GET in this version of the specification as we do not support msg store / history – we merely use the URL as message identifier). 

Therefore we have duplication of metadata in a very frequently used notification (each chat message generates one), and we have to decide what to do: 

· prefer local coherence over global coherence (i.e. the chat API will violate our general rule, and spec this in the Chat API)

· prefer global coherence over local one (i.e. the chat API will use resourceURL in MessageNotification, and link elsewhere)

· Re-open the decision on the global rule, and check whether we can omit resourceURL from notifications globally, and use link instead. Alternatively, leave it to the individual API to spec.

The author prefers options 3, 1, 2 in descending order of preference.
Some further small error corrections are also applied.
