Tracking the assigned exception codes for REST NetAPI. Will be discontinued once the OMNA Exception codes registry is live. 
See OMA-ARC-REST-NetAPI-2012-0027R01-INP_Proposal_for_exception_ranges and OMA-ARC-REST-NetAPI-2012-0108R03-CR_Common_Adding_more_general_POL_and_SVC_codes for a documentation of the decision regarding ranges. The agreed proposal from #27R01 (amended by #108R03) is replicated below:
Note: The exception codes from 0001 to 0999 are inherited from ParlayX [ParlayX_Common]. New exception codes defined by the individual OMA RESTful Network APIs occupy the range from 1000 to 1999. New common exception codes for the OMA RESTful Network APIs are defined in the range from 2000 to 2099. The range from 2100 – 2999 is reserved for future use. The range from 3000 – 3499 can be used for experimental or private purposes; these values will not be assigned in a specification.

Each new exception just gets the first not yet used number in the range.
Note that the range 0001 to 0999 is used by Parlay X, ParlayREST and NGSI. REST NetAPI inherits existing applicable codes in this range, but any new codes will be defined above 999. 
Also, according to actual practice, TS Common is used for exceptions that are rather generic in nature. Exceptions only relevant for very few APIs are defined in those APIs, with different codes per API (see SVC1002 and SVC1003 for examples).
