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1 Reason for Contribution

There were discussions to harmonize Subscription mechanisms across specifications. It was decided not to do this for legancy APIs. However, there is a chance to do this for the rich communication related ones (Chat, FT, IS, VS).
From the handling perspective, it makes sense for the client to understand how long a subscription will live, and to get notified once it is terminated.

2 Summary of Contribution

This INP proposes to add a <duration> element to subscriptions, and a SubscriptionTerminationNotification.

TerminalLocation and TerminalStatus have the following element in their subscriptions:

It is proposed to add the following statement: This element MAY be given by the client to during resource creation in order to signal the desired lifetime of the subscription. The server SHOULD return in this element the period of time for which the subscription will still be valid.

· It is proposed to add the following statement to the <link> element’s description column: There MUST be a link to the subscription that is cancelled.
· Also, <address> to be replaced by <userId>.
