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1 Reason for Change

For the reason of internet security，https is widely used. Most open platforms use https for open APIs which are related with users’ privacy.
Now China Unicom offers terminal location API to some SNS service providers. Before China Unicom provide user’s terminal location, user should authorize to permit that .Then China Unicom creates an accesstoken to SNS service provider.　Then the SNS service provider will call terminal location API with the accesstoken ,then China Unicom give back the result. During this process, the request contains the accesstoken and the response contains the user’s location data. All these data are secret which should be considered to protect. It is requirements of service operating.

So in this document we may not restrict URL with http ,because location data is part of users’ privacy and authorization data is private for users and service providers too.
