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1 Reason for Change

This CR improves the wording of the description of the POL2006 exception, to make it clear to the client what they should do.

The wording proposed below is the result of lengthy offline discussions between Metaswitch, Comverse, Nokia, AT&T, Ericsson, and ALU.

It is important to make it clear to the client what they should do when they receive this code - in particular, whether or not they should retry. Technically the HTTP status codes already do that, but since they are widely abused we should be specific. 

This CR therefore proposes to move the last sentence ("This exception applies...") to the start of the paragraph to make it more obvious, and to add an explicit statement about retrying (based on RFC2616 s10.4.4).

The change is limited to C.2.20 only.

If this change is not accepted, the wording will remain less clear.

This exception applies when a (usually OPTIONAL) feature is defined by a specification but is not available in a particular implementation or deployment. The client SHOULD NOT repeat the request.

If the resource is not available, the status code MUST be 404. If the resource is available but the method is not, the status code MUST be 405. Otherwise (i.e., if the resource and method are available but the particular request is not), it SHOULD be 403. 
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
