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1 Reason for Change

Examples for pathToId in the TS refer to “malformed paths”, but in fact there are no malformed paths according to the rules of the API. A path is a string formed as a slash-separated concatenation of folder names. A folder name is a string which may not contain the slash character. Thus a well-formed path can be any string.

This CR corrects the references to malformed paths, and removes an example is now a duplicate.

Furthermore, the examples given show pathToId for a non-existent object returning 404 if the operation is used via GET, or 400 if the operation is used via POST. This is inconsistent and makes server (and client) implementation needlessly complex.

This CR corrects the examples to show 400 being returned consistently for a non-existent object however the operation is invoked.

The change is limited to the following sections:

· 6.8.3.2 and D.24: Remove reference to malformed path, correct response to 400.

· 6.8.5.3 and D.27: If the reference to malformed path is removed, this becomes identical to 6.8.5.2. Indeed, request and response are already identical to that. So remove this section. To preserve numbering, the section is replaced with “(void)”.

· 6.14.5.2: Remove reference to malformed path.

If these changes are not accepted, the examples will continue to be confusing and the example behaviour will continue to be inconsistent.
