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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to add a new parameter called maxWaitTime to the LongPolling notification channel type. 
Currently, the client application has no control over how long the received events from the backend enablers would have to wait at the notification channel until it is delivered (i.e. there may be cases where the client has a real constraint to receive events near real-time while still keeps things efficient; that is to get a few notification lumped together at a time). 
Currently, the server controls the wait time by some default value (i.e. connection timeout) and the way it works is kind of convoluted in that, when the client sets the maxNotifications to inform the server as to what the maximum number of notification can be sent to it at a time, the same maxNotifications parameter is a signal to the server that it can wait until such number of events are collected or when the server-default wait time kicks in.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This CR proposes a clear way for the client of the LongPolling channel to inform the server that it needs to receive any number of awaiting events (at the server) no more than the specified max wait time (which is assumed to be shorter than the server’s default connection timeout).
