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1 Reason for Change

The objective of this CR is to allow a client to upload a new object in the NMS while providing a link to where the content of the object can be fetched from by NMS.
In the current TS, the content of an object can only be made available to NMS as part of the POST request body during the object resource creation operation. However, there could be cases where the content is very big (e.g. 10MB to 100MB) and as a result, a client (e.g. CPM) may choose to provide a link pointing to an external repository where the content can be fetched from by NMS (as necessary) as opposed to including it in the POST body. For this reason, this CR proposes to update the NMS TS to allow such flexibility.

As a result this CR enables a client to either:
· Make the object’s content available to the NMS as part of the POST request body (as it is today in the TS) or 
· By inclusion of the “payload Parts” element (in the POST request) which points to (i.e. “payload Parts.href”) an external repository from which NMS can retrieve the object’s content. This allows further flexibility to NMS clients (e.g. CPM) which need to place large payloads in an external server to be subsequently retrieved (if needed) by NMS as opposed to attaching it in the object creation request body.
