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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to introduce the following two additional high level requirements to QoS RD. They are important for the use-case where the ASP requests better QoS for a user.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]HLF-0013: this requirement insists on the simplicity shall be offered by the API, in accordance with the WID “Parameters should be defined at a sufficiently abstract level of detail”, to make the API instantiation easy and very simple for the 3rd-party service application.
Such a requirement allows minimizing the complexity of feeding elements and attributes for application client while maintaining REST principles. So, the Network API for QoS gains in attractivity due to instanciation simplicity
2. HLF-0014: this requirement introduces the possibility to enforce the QoS request in a delayed mode.
