Adding support for delayed QoS request according to requirement HLF-017 from the RD document , OMA-RD-REST_NetAPI_QoS-V1_0-20131003-D.doc, which reads:

	The RESTful Network API for QoS SHALL enable an application to schedule for quality of service in a delayed mode for forthcoming services (e.g. as a video streaming application, I know that every day I have a high load of connections on my website at 8pm and never before. I could request QoS directly at 8pm but my Operator offer me a better deal if I ask for my QoS before 3pm). 

In the case the requested QoS at the specified time is not available; the server SHALL notify the application accordingly.
