6 Detailed Change Proposal

Following is a proposed resolution for some of Editor’s notes in QoS TS:

Section 5.2.2.10

Editor’s Note: FFS if multiple user identities can be specified in the notifications in case the event applies to all of them. For example, notifications to a service provider (e.g. Netflix).
Resolution: No change. There will be no multiple users specified in the notifications. The subscription to notifications is valid for one user only, and the user Id is included in the resource URL.

Section 5.2.3.1, Media type “Application”

Editor’s.Note.To check what are the examples for this media type, otherwise use just a subset of the media type on Rx interface for this API.
Resolution: The description column will be updated with examples for this media type.

Section 5.2.3.1, Media type “Control”

Editor’s.Note, FFS whether this should be removed from API.
Resolution: See the resolution for the following note:

Editor’s Note: The above enumerations are based on media type definitions in 3GPP 29.214. This document states that those values are defined in the same way as in RFC 4566. According to RFC 4566, values for “data” and “control” are still valid but there are removed from the RFC since their semantics were never fully specified and therefore not widely used.
 FFS to see whether to use those values defined by 3GPP/RFC or define separate values that will be used for this API.

Resolution: Media types currently listed in the TS includes media types supported by 3GPP 29.214, which are in turn aligned with RFC4566. Those includes media types such as “Data” and “Control” however these have been removed from RFC4566 and it is recommended not to be used until their usage is clearly specified.( Initially these media types were included in RFC2327 (obsoleted by RFC4566) where “Data” was supposed to be used for “bulk-data transfer such as multicasting of program executables which will not typically be displayed to the user”, while "Control" was supposed to specify “an additional conference control channel for the session”.)

It is proposed to remove “Data” and “Control” from the 5.2.3.1.

There is another media type “Image” that has been introduced by RFC6466, and it is proposed to add it to 5.2.3.1. According to this RFC, this media type is to be used to describe a media stream whose content consists of one or more separate images that require appropriate hardware to display.
Section 5.2.3.2


Editor’s Note: According to 3GPP reservation priority can take values between 1 and 15 (where 1 is the highest priority). There is no specific descriptions for each of those values, and what value will be applied to an application depends also on the user’s category defined in the network; therefore for this API it is proposed to define only 3 values. 
Resolution: From the API point of view, the enumeration values specified are sufficient. The note is to be removed.

Section 5.2.3.2


Editor’s Note: FFS to see whether DefaultAction is to be supported for any type of QoS request or just for sponsored data 
Resolution: DefaulAction can be used for any type of request. No change. The note is to be removed.
