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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes resolution for the following Editor’s Notes in QoS TS:

Section 5.1:
Ed.Note: FFS to see whether notification for subscription cancellation shall be supported also.

Proposed resolution:

Notifications to subscriptions cancellation have been mainly implemented in session based NetAPIs (e.g. Chat, FT, IS/VS). QoS is not session based and such option (although it is good to have it) is not really necessary. If the group later decide to implement such option for all TSs then the QoS TS will be changed accordingly. No changes to the TS are proposed and the Note can be removed
Section 5.2.2.3:

Editor’s Note: FFS to check whether for new developments xsd:duration data type can be used for duration. With this date type, duration is expressed in a format PnYn MnDTnH nMnS (e.g. P2DT6H30M, which means 2 days, 6 hours and 30 minutes). 

Proposed resolution:

Structure “xsd:duration” is rather new and not commonly used in implementations. For that reason and alignment to other NetAPIs, it is proposed to keep the existing format and remove this Editor’s Note.
Editor’s Note: Many of OMA APIs use xsd:int data type for duration, and this data type allows both positive and negative numbers to be specified. It would be more appropriate to use xsd:unsignedInt that allows only positive numbers and if the group decide to use it then it should be aligned across all APIs.

Proposed resolution:

It is proposed to use “xsd:unsignedInt” structure, and the TS and XML schema are updated accordingly. For details, see the attachment.


 Editor’s Note: FFS to decide the meaning of value zero, “0” if specified for duration, or volume. Whether it should mean that values specified by policy server should be used instead, remove the feature, put the feature in the stand-by mode, or treat it as a value out of range (less than minimum acceptable value).
Proposed resolution:

In order to align with other RESTful NetAPIs, in the description of the “duration” it will be stated that if duration set to “0” (zero) then a default duration time, specified by the server policy will be used. The TS is updated accordingly.  For details, see the attachment.
Editor’s Note: FFS to decide what the server should return with response to queries in terms of duration and volume. The values originally specified or what is the currently left?.

Proposed resolution:

The server will always return the period of time, or amount of data volume limit  which is left before the requested QoS expires. The descriptions for “duration” and “volume” are updated to reflect that.  For details, see the attachment.

Section 5.2.2.7:
Editor’s. Note: FFS. Currently there is no XSD data type that is uniquely used to specify an IP address. For this API there are 2 options: either to specify own data type and mandate to use it, or to use a “xsd:string” data type and leave to implementations to decide on the format to be used
Proposed resolution:

As there are different implementations of the existing standardization for IP addresses (for example, whether to use leading zero’s or not; 192.080.010.001 or 192.80.10.1), it is proposed to leave it to the implementations to decide the exact syntax of an IP address. No changes to the TS; the Editor’s Note is removed.
Section 7.1.4:

Editor’s Note: The above SVCs are defined for Parlay X QoS and there might be applicable to RESTful QoS API. Since RESTful version is not based on Parlay X version it is FFS to see whether to continue using these SVCs or create a new one with new numbers for RESTful version. Note that words for SVC headings are concatenated in the Parlay X specs!

Proposed resolution:

It is proposed to keep those SVC since most of them are applicable to RESTful QoS API, however the header for the SVCs in OMNA (and 3GPP TS 29.199-17 for Parlay X QoS) needs to be update to a proper sentence like for all other APIs (remove concatenation and use a blank space between each word in the sentence). No changes to the TS; the Editor’s Note is removed.

Section B.1.8:
Editor’s Note: FFS whether B.1.8 could be an optional SCR.

Proposed resolution:
This SCR relates to operation to retrieve subscription for both predefined and applied QoS features. Assuming that subscriptions to predefined QoS features may not be always supported by operators, and there are separate operations to retrieve subscriptions to predefined and applied QoS features, it is proposed to make this SCR optional. The Note can be removed.

Section B.1.10:
Editor’s Note: FFS whether subscriptions and notifications on availability of predefined QoS should be optional SCRs.

Proposed resolution:
This SCR relates to operations for subscription for predefined QoS features. Assuming that subscriptions to predefined QoS features may not be always supported by operators, it is proposed to make this SCR optional. The Note can be removed.
