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1 Reason for Change

The SearchFieldEnum  specifies the following types of search supported by the API: Conversation, Date, Attribute, Flag.
RCS requires the following search types, which are already supported using Date search:

· start_datetime: objects that were stored since the specified date
· end_datetime:  objects stored on or before the specified date
RCS requires the following search types, which are already supported using Attribute search:

· sender_address: messaging objects with the specified address in the “From” attribute
· recipient_address messaging objects with the specified address in the “To” attribute

The objective of this CR is to further demonstrate how the last two RCS search requirements can be mapped to the already available search types.

It also changes the maxDate element to be inclusive (in order to be consistent with minData).

· SearchCriterion.value element MUST contain one or more  user  IDs separated by comma. If multiple IDs are provided, they are all assumed to belong to the same (single) user, hence a logical OR is implied between them. 
Empty value denotes “all conversations”

	Date
	Searching for object stored by date.

· SearchField.name element is not applicable. 

· SearchCriterion.value element contains a query string of the following format:

minDate={minDate} - all object stored from a starting (internal date) {minDate} inclusive
minDate={minDate}&maxDate={maxDate} - all objects stored between minDate inclusive and maxDate inclusive.

maxDate={maxDate} - all objects stored up to maxDate inclusive.
Where the string format of {minDate} and {maxDate} is xsd:dateTimeStamp as defined in [XMLSchema1] and [XMLSchema2]..

	Attribute
	Searching for objects that contain a specified attribute that matches the given attribute value.

· SearchField.name element contains the attribute’s name. 

A special reserved attribute name of “AllSearchableText” denotes search across all searchable text attributes (e.g., subject, transcript, etc.).

And a special reserved attribute name of “root” denotes search for root folders amongst all folders resources.
· SearchCriterion.value element contains the attribute’s value for search
Examples:

· to search for messaging objects from sender address bob@example.com use SearchField.name = “From”, SearchCriterion.value = “bob@example.com” 
· to search for messaging objects to recipient address alice@example.com: SearchField.name = “To”, SearchCriterion.value = alice@example.com  (this search excludes copied recipients, i.e. if alice@example.com is in the “CC” or “BCC”)
· to search for messaging objects from sender address bob@example.com to recipient address alice@example.com – combine the previous examples in a compound search, using SearchCriteria.logicalOperator = “AND”

	Flag
	Searching for objects that do or do not have the specified flag.

· SearchField.name element contains the flag name.

· SearchCriterion.value SearchCriteria.value element contains the string representation of an xsd:boolean, where a true value matches all objects which have the designated flag set. A false value matches all objects which do not have the designated flag set.

The default value for SearchCriteria.value is true.
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
