This figure below shows a scenario for discovering the “root’ folder (assuming a single root in the depicted figure) and subsequently the traversal of the storage hierarchical structure. To discover the root folder, a search operation for a folder containing an attribute named “Root” with the attribute value of “Yes” is used (For further information see section 5.0.5).  Once the {folderId} of the root folder is known to the client application, it can be used to retrieve the properties of the root folder and a list of references to its containing objects and subfolders. In turn, the listed subfolders resource URLs can be used to traverse the entire tree, one step at a time leading to the discovery of the hierarchical structure of the user’s message store. 
If the client intends to retrieve the full content of the storage, another more straightforward way is to perform an /objects/operation/search with no searchCriteria. This will retrieve the complete content of the storage, in batches of a size specified by the client. The client can then derive the hierarchical structure from the path information contained within each object.

Comment: The tables in this section contain a “Data Structures” column, which attempts to detail the request and response structures for each allowed HTTP verb. However this has resulted in missing structures and inconsistency, because not all verbs have been completely documented, e.g. the very first entry in the first table (/objects) does not detail the POST response. 
Proposed Change: Remove the “Data Structures” column and move the data into the allowed HTTP verbs columns as follows.
· GET and DELETE includes any URL request parameters. 
· POST and PUT includes any request body structures.
· All verbs include any response structures.
This should immediately highlight any missing data.
All the tables then require updating with missing data, e.g. the /subscriptions/{subscriptionId} data is missing the structures used for DELETE, “Client notification about storage changes” does not document the POST request.

The first table (/objects) entry as noted in the description is fine as is. Since the data structure “Object” is used in both request and response of POST and there is only one HTTP verb (POST) is allowed on the /objects resource, then there is no need to mention Object data structure is used in Request and Response. Only if different data structures used in the request and response then it is noted in the “Data Structure” column. Also, there is no missing data structure for DELETE /subscriptions/{subscriptionId} as 204 is returned.
Also, re “Client Notificatio” Data Structure for POST is provided in “Data Structure Column” and it is not expected to have a response so “POST Request” no indicated in the “Data Structure column.
Additionally, all other API’s also use this TS convention and hence it does not make sense to deviate from the TS template.
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
