Comment: The connection between lastmodseq and change notifications is not clear. The intention is that the lists of operations that cause lastmodseq to be updated are exactly the definition of changes which are notified to clients who subscribe for change notifications.

(The changes below refer to CONR baseline + CR23R05.)

Proposed Change: 

- Rename 5.0.4.1 “Strict synchronization” to:

5.0.4.1 Storage changes

- Insert the following section heading and paragraph before “In order for the storage to correctly notify…”:

5.0.4.2 Strict synchronization

A client may subscribe for notification of changes. Such clients will receive a change notification whenever the lastmodseq of an object or folder is updated (subject to any filtering rules requested by the client). 
	Status:  Closed, but not as described here. See CR56.


This change improves and clarifies the presentation of Strict Synchronization. It has no technical impact and does not change anything about Simplified Synchronization.

The main affected section is 5.0.4.1 Strict Sync:

· New introduction, overview, and subheadings.

· Storage changes now defined independently of lastModSeq. lastModSeq is explained later.

· New explanation of subscription and notification, including material moved from 5.2.2.21.

· Existing material on restartToken, lastModSeq, and index preserved but reordered and subheadings added. Some of this was previously in 5.0.4.3 but since it relates only to strict sync (not simplified sync) it is now placed under 5.0.4.1.

The strict and simplified sync scenarios in 5.3.2.1 and 5.3.2.2 are renumbered to 5.3.2 and 5.3.3.

The example subscription update response in 6.18.5.1.2 is given a different restartToken from the one supplied in the request, because in general the server is allowed to do this (e.g., if it emits some notifications before responding to the subscription update request).
R01 Incorporate feedback from AT&T.

· Clarify wording throughout.

· Mention that strict sync may be applicable to other RESTful APIs.
· Say “network message storage” or “box” rather than just “storage”.
· A client can catch up by updating an existing subscription if it has one.
· Clarify the expected client behaviour with regard to derived properties.
· Add cross-references between example in 6.18.5.1 and explanation in 5.0.4.1.6.
R02 Incorporate feedback from Comverse and AT&T:
· Revert section numbering change around 5.3.2.
· Rearrange sections around 5.0.4 into a more logical order, resulting in new sections 5.0.4 and 5.0.5.
· Revise the wording of these sections to suit the new section structure, partially incorporating wording changes from Comverse’s suggestions in an R&A comment.
Also update an incorrect example, and clarify the explanation:

· Subscription update (6.18.5) must return the index and restartToken before any resulting notifications are issued, in order for the client to be able to recover correctly from a lost notification. An earlier revision of this CR made the example incorrect; R02 corrects this and adds an explanation.

· The same explanation is also added to subscription creation (6.17.5).
