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Reason for Change
The objective of this CR is to enhance what was introduced in CR57 (see below) by adding a flag called “refs” in the SelectionCriteria data structure so that, the client can signal the server that, it wants to receive just the reference(s) to objects/folders in the response to search operation. This is considered a valuable feature for cases where the client doesn’t require all the matching object’s/folder’s metadata as part of the search response and just the reference to such matching object folder would suffice. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]CR57 Background: The objective of this CR is to properly fix CONR A174 which was attempted to be resolved by CR49R01 however, later analysis shed light on the fact that we need to have a way to return a list of object references (as opposed to object list) in reply to a search. Such an occasion (i.e. returning a list of object references as opposed to a list of objects) arise in search for VanishedObjects. Under such circumstances, the server may just want to return a list of object references for the deleted objects. Currently, the TS allows the return of objectList (or folderList) in responses to POST /search. The objective of this CR is to introduce also the optional response of ObjectReferenceList or FolderReferenceList to POST /search requests. Additionally see CONRR A174 and CR49R01 for further background information.
