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1 Reason for Change

Addresses A36, A37, A122.
These CONR items are worthy of consideration, but are beyond the scope of what we can achieve in NMS v1.0. They should be deferred to some future WID covering a future version of the NMS API.

Metaswitch proposes to withdraw these items from the CONR, if there are no objections from ARC.

The issues are:

· Preventing clients from being notified of changes they make themselves.

· Adding a Webfinger/Host-Meta discovery mechanism for the OMA API.

· Allowing the client to control the level of information provided in notifications.
