Comment: There should be a better explanation of how this NMS API maps to the CPM Message Store. There are some references here and there, but it's not very clear.

For example, how would an operator deploy both NMS clients and CMS (IMAP) clients that read the same mailbox and messages?  In RCS, this could be important, since the provisioned parameter "MESSAGE STORE URL" might be different for NMS vs CMS clients.

Proposed Change: Check this and if necessary add some clarifications.
