Comment: POST for object creation. Besides the path to the message object, the response should carry an optional element containing the Message- UID of the stored object in the message store. This is needed further to serve as correlation in the client with the messages delivered via the SIP channel. The TS defines a Correlation-ID that is set to the Message-ID (the IMDN specific header inside the CPIM wrapper). For standalone messages and FT that should be set to Message -UID instead.
 (In CPM, the client cannot create folders in the default folder, but only in his own User folder. In RESTful NMS this could be kept open and it's up to implementations (depending on client or server) to additionally apply CPM spec to know what they can fiddle with - OR- something to that effect can be added into RESTful NMS TS)

Proposed Change: Consider adding an optional element containing Message-UID.
	Status: CLOSED with no change to TS.
The identifier of the object in the storage is the {objectId}, and this is already returned on the object creation POST. This is the equivalent of the IMAP UID.

The Message-UID is not a globally-unique identifier (it applies only within a single IMAP folder within a box), and so is not an appropriate value for the correlationId element.
Policy restrictions on where folders can be created are already supported; see POL1031 “Object or folder creation under the requested folder not allowed”.
