Comment: There should be some examples of error scenarios for copy and move operations.
Proposed Change: Add examples for, e.g. requests to copy/move an object to a folder that already contains an object of the same name; requests to copy/move an object to a non-existing folder.

New XML error examples for Copy operation is not necessary to demonstrate error scenario due to a same named object existing in the target folder. Reason: Copy an object to a target folder containing an object of the same name is not possible as object’s name = ObjectId and through copy operation the newly copied object will be assigned a new ObjectId.
Similarly, for Move operation again since object’s name = ObjectId and the object is being moved from one location (folder)  to another, there is no other object prior to the move with the same objectId (name). So it is impossible to move an object to a folder having another object with the same ObjectId (name).
This CR however provides:
· New error example for Copy operation due to source object reference being invalid 
· New error example for Move operation to a forbidden target folder 
· Fixes the response data type for copy/move operations so that it reuses the “bulkResponseList” (in the response) as opposed to “referenceList” in order to allow partial success/failures reponses just like other bulk operations which the TS currently supports (i.e. Bulk Creation and Bulk PathToId).
R01: does the following:
· fixes other XML exmaples to use bulkResponseList root element instead of referenceList. 
· Since no longer referenceList is used as a root elemnt anywhere in the TS, this CR also removes the statement regarding referenceList is a root element (XSD would need to also aligh and remove referenceList root elemnt).
R02: removes the FFS placed in R01 and also corrects the oversight made in the newly (R01) provided XML example response s5.16.5.3.2.
