Reason for Change

Comment: Some folder attributes (e.g., number of messages in folder) may be generated by the server (rather than merely stored), and this may be expensive.
Proposed Change: Allow the client to request specific attributes (e.g., via query parameter on GET /folders/{folderId}), and allow the server to omit some attributes unless they are listed explicitly in this way.

This CR introduces two new query string parameters:
1. “listFilter” which controls whether the server is required to return subfolders and/or objects in the response to GET /folderId requests.
2. “path” which controls whether the server is required to return folder’s path in the response to GET /folderId requests.
Currently the TS for Folder.path element is underspecified in that, it states (as highlighted below) the server MAY provide the “path” element in the response. Imagine the case where a client needs to receive the folder’s path in the response to GET /folderId but the server never returns it and the client currently has no way of indicating to the server it requires path element to be provided in the response. This CR corrects this oversight in the TS through the introduction of the query string parameter called “path”.

This CR also clarifies:
1. The usage of maxEntries (an existing query string) especially in combination with the newly introduced “listFilter” query string. 
2. Mandates that subfolders/objects MUST be provided if the request is a POST /folders/operations/search which returns a list of Folders. 
3. It change MUST to MAY for subfolders/objects presence (highlighted above) in response to GET /folderId due to introduction of “listFilter” query string. That is:
a. For random GET ‘folderId queries subfolders/objects is only provided if the client asks for it through “listFilter” query string.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]For POST /search operation looking for the root folder (i.e. search criterion Attribute Root=Yes), the server MUST provide subfolders/objects elements as the client requires them to discover the network storage hierarchy. This is currently not mandated in the TS. So when the server returns the subfolders (list) in the response to POST /search for root folder(s), then the client would use the subfolders (one at a time) to perform GET /folderId?listFilter=”List” to let the server know that it also needs to receive in the GET response the subfolders contained in the folder and so on... 
Additionally, this CR updates the existing XML examples accordingly.
