Perhaps a better reference would be to pxprof_common-v1_0.zip (path http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/wsdl) as this includes both the required files and is an easier reference to locate. .  changed to
Note: This package needs the files pxprof_common_faults-v1_0.wsdl and pxprof_common_types-v1_0.xsd to validate. These files are not included in this package, but in pxprof_common-v1_0.zip which needs to be retrieved manually (from http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tech/wsdl/pxprof_common-v1_0.zip) and unzipped into the same directory as the WSDLs from this package.
14. From REL's guidelines (http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/rel/P-N-G/SupportFiles_WSDL.shtm) the filename should be "_RELEASE_INFO.txt" not "RELEASE INFO.txt".  done.
15. The legal disclaimer text matches REL's XSD template. Please note there are some differences between that legal disclaimer and the REL's example WSDL header (see http://member.openmobilealliance.org/ftp/rel/P-N-G/SupportFiles_WSDL.shtm) and also REL's template OMA-Template-SUPgeneric-20130101-I.txt .  left as is.
16. According to REL's templates the change history section should be before the legal disclaimer not after it.  done.
17. In the change history section of REL's template the date format is identified as ddmmyyyy not e.g. 20131023.  left as is.
