6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  7.1.1 Onboarding and provisioning of new API Consumer

The API Consumer has to be registered on the Service Exposure Framework. Considering the API Consumer is usually a software service (e.g. an application that invoke the APIs) some metadata that describe this software needs to be captured and stored on the Service Exposure Framework.

It is also needed to maintain a correlation between the API Consumer and its developer. The developer of the API Consumer has to be an authorized user of the Service Exposure Framework.

The onboarding of a new API Consumer could be performed manually by a Service Exposure Framework administrator or may be requested by the application developer using a self-service tool  (e.g. a web based console).

In both cases the Service Exposure Framework may be configured to instruct an authorization workflow in order to definitely confirm and grant the provisioning of the API Consumer on the framework. This workflow may require explicit authorization action by administrative user of the Framework. The onboarding workflow may inform, if requested, the designated administrator users about a new API consumer onboarding request; different notification system (e.g. a notification alert on the welcome page of the administrator console, an email, or different other notification mechanism) may be used for such notification.

At the end of the onboarding process the developer of the API consumer has to be notified about the result of the onboarding request.
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
