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1 Reason for Change

In F2F Budapest meeting we discussed taking a second look at the data structures and possibly adding a new branch to the resource tree which separately handled inter-MNO interactions. 

The objective of this CR is to address the points raised in F2F Budapest meeting in regards to the resource tree and associated data structures proposed in CR03.
After much deliberation, on the suggestion of having a separate resource tree branch which just deals with inter-MNO interactions even though the operations and resources are similar to the ones being used by the Primary and Secondary device client, this CR opted to propose a new resource tree structure which simples things and yet doesn’t cause unnecessary duplication of resources in the tree. 
The approach taken is in-line with our approach in other APIs (e.g. the Payment API resources may be invoked by client application on the device or by an aggregator partner which invokes Payment operations onto an MNO on behalf of many subscribers). This is similar to the Twinning API where the operations invoked by an application on the device in some cases may be required to be relayed to another MNO. Where the behavior of the resource is the same, regardless of the application (on device or an MNO) invoking the operation, it is appropriate to re-use the same resource. And this is the approach suggested in this CR (i.e. some operations which are inter-MNO specific and in need of specific data structure are supported by new a resource and other operations which are identical whether it is invoked by Primary/Seconday devices or an MNO are supported by the same resource).
