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1 Reason for Change

The objective of this CR is to address the following FFS in section 5.1.1 of the TS:
FFS: How is the service configuration between the two devices managed? (e.g. if secondary has a1000 minute bucket/mon and makes calls using Primary’s identity, whose minutes are counted by the network)?
Such a service configuration or charging matter should follow the MNO’s regular billing model independent of twinning service.

For example:

Person A has a Primary phone from MNO X, and has a tablet (i.e Secondary device) with cellular data modem from MNO Y which is twinned with the Primary phone. Person A is using this tablet to do msgs-on-behalf-of the primary phone. 

In this case for instance, MNO X may be charging person A for using the msgs-on-behalf of service  while MNO Y is charging person A for data usage of the tablet when using MNO Y’s cellular network.

Therefore, as per example above, independent of intra or inter-MNO scenario, regular billing/charge model independent of twinning service can be applied without any implication at the Twinning API level.
Also, in Twinning,  the services in the scope is twinning voice and messaging services so that the Secondary device is exposed to Primary’s real-time voice service (making calls with Primary’s identity or receive calls coming for the Primary’s MSISDN) and also Primary’s voice mail plus Primary’s messages (in the cloud storage; NMS) and also sending messages to others and seen as if sent from the Primary device. So, when Twinning feature is on, the secondary’s own service configuration is not of concern.

Having said the above, it is recommended to remove the FFS without any changes to the TS.
