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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA BAC BCAST and DVB CBMS are currently in the process of developing specifications for the ESG in Mobile Broadcast. It is necessary to achieve aligned specifications in order to avoid market fragmentation and the implementation of multiple standards in the terminals.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution briefly describes the status of the ESG data model work in DVB CBMS and requests to work towards aligned specifications.

3 Detailed Proposal

The DVB CBMS group is currently in the process of specifying the ESG data model for convergent mobile-broadcast services. The initial set of basic ESG fragments which are currently seen as working assumption in DVB CBMS is in line with the “Core” fragments in the document OMA-BCAST-2005-0008-CR-TS-ServiceGuide-Data-Model. However, the other fragments proposed there are still under discussion. Furthermore DVB currently discusses in detail the contained elements and attributes of the core fragments. 

DVB foresees two core sets of elements and attributes – one core set containing all elements/attributes which must be provided by an ESG provider, and a second larger core set that must be understood by each terminal.

To avoid duplication of work and non-aligned specifications, it is proposed to align the decision on the data model with the DVB-CBMS work on the data model and consider their decisions on the working assumptions.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

· The group is requested to agree that OMA BAC BCAST will work towards aligning the ESG Data Model with the specification developed in DVB-CBMS.

· It is requested that a note is added to section 5.2 of the TS Service Guide document stating that the specification might change due to the desired alignment of the specification between OMA BAC BCAST and DVB-CBMS.

· It is requested to align decisions on the Service Guide Data Model with the work on the ESG specification in DVB CBMS.
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
