The Stream and File Distribution functions provide a bearer-independent and service application independent way of distributing services, makes no assumption about the content of the file and stream that are distributed. The Stream Distribution Client Function(SD-C-F) within the terminal processes the stream from BDS or Interaction Network and presents it to the user. And also Stream Distribution Client Function(SD-C-F) can sends request or responses to the Stream Management Function(SM-F).

The File Distribution Function (FD-F)is responsible for delivering streams to the terminal via either BDS or Interaction Network.
7.1.X. 4.3 File Distribution Function Client Function
The File Distribution Client Function(FD-C-F) within the terminal processes the files from BDS or Interaction Network and presents those to the user. And also File Distribution Client Function(FD-C-F) can sends particular requests or responses to the File Management Function(SM-F).
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
