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1 Reason for Change

A mechanism for the transport of real-time media is required in the BCAST specifications. This CR proposes to use the state-of-the-art and widely adopted IETF RTP protocol for that purpose. It further proposes to use the secure profile of RTP (SRTP) for service protected streams.

6.2 Protocol  for Stream Distribution

6.2.1 Introduction 

The purpose of the stream distribution method is to deliver continuous multimedia data (i.e. speech, audio and video) in a BCAST system. This distribution method complements the file distribution method, which provides for the delivery of files. 

The RTP transport protocol [RFC3550] SHALL be used for stream distribution. RTP provides RTCP for feedback about the transmission quality. RTCP sender reports MAY be used, that means the transmission of RTCP packets in the downlink (sender reports) is allowed. RTCP receiver reports SHALL NOT be used.
When it is required to apply service protection to BCAST streams, the Secure Real-time Transport Protocol (SRTP) as defined in [RFC3711] SHALL be used. If the SRTP packets are to be integrity protected, the SRTP authentication tag SHALL be appended to the packets as defined in [RFC3830]. 
The details of key management for protected stream distribution are described in the BCAST Service and Content Protection specification.
