5.2.2.9 PreviewData

The preview data contains information that is used by the terminal to present the service or content outline to users, so that the users can have a general idea of what the service is about. The preview data can include simple texts, static images (for example, logo), short video clips, or even reference to another service which could be a low bit rate version for the main service. Other fragments like “Service”, “Content”, “PurchaseData”,, “Access” and “ScheduleItem”can link to PreviewData.
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
