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1 Reason for Change

A Purchase Item groups one or more services that an end user can purchase or subscribe to as a whole package. We should allow the Purchase Item to be in one of two states:  Open and Closed.  In the Open state, the Service Provider may accept new subscriptions to the Purchase Item.  In the Closed state, no new subscriptions are accepted.  However, the Purchase Item continues in existence for existing subscribers, and it is possible to change any and all characteristics of the Purchase Item.

This function permits a Purchase Item to be smoothly retired.  When the Purchase Item no longer has any subscribers, it can be removed from the Service Guide.
It has been agreed that the association between PurchaseItem and PurchaseData should be PurchaseData referencing PurchaseItem.  Therefore, it is proposed that indication of a Purchase Item closed for purchase to new subscribers should be shown by an explicit CLOSED flag.
This revision shows the inverted arrow between PurchaseItem and PurchaseData fragments, as well as adds back the CLOSED attribute to the PurchaseItem fragment as originally done in Doc 423.  In addition, PurchaseDataIDRef has been deleted from the PurchaseItem fragment.  Finally, the note regarding zero price of free-to-air services is deleted: i.e., no change is proposed to the PurchaseData fragment. 
The latest version of the Service TS has been referenced in this revision.
