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1 Reason for Change

OMA BCAST has agreed on using OMA MLP for defining the area for location based broadcast. Yet, it’s not required that the terminal device supporting OMA BCAST should support also MLP. I should be possible to deliver location based broadcast to these terminals also by re-using the location information maintained by the cellular network itself.

Broadcasting based on Cell IDs or Group of Cell ID’s will provide a rough estimate of target area. For example, Cell ID “12345” is known roughly correspond the ZIP code 92128. Several Cell IDs can form a group that then forms the area of San Diego.

The Cell ID and Cell Group ID (as defined in relevant specifications like 3gpp, 3gpp2 and DVB-H) should be signalled in Service Guide like parameters used by OMA MLP are. This CR adds Cell_ID and Cell_Group_ID as sub-elements for broadcast_area sub-element in relevant Service Guide fragments.
