Notification function is useful in BCAST service, some new service is available, change of service guide and some other events which should inform the user could send a notification message to the related users to inform them what will happen.
BCAST has identified Requirements and defined the Architecture for Notification function; therefore, we propose an outline of notification function in this CR.

8.Notification

Notification Function SHALL  provide some information about the upcoming event in BCAST. The upcoming event SHOULD be predefined by Broadcast service provider. Examples of such upcoming event include a notice of the start of a user's ( or a group of users' ) programs has(have) subscribed ,a notice of a new service is available, the change of service guide, or other service related notification. Notification message SHALL be created by NTG and delivered by NTD/A through broadcast channel or interaction channel
The notification message SHOULD send some information regarding the notification event (NTE) to users. The content of the notification message MAY be text, picture(s), audio, and video and so on. In order to satisfy different users’ preference and adapt different terminals capatility, NTD/A MAY deliver the different types of coded contents together over the broadcast channel. After received the notification message, the terminal MAY decode the different types of contents according its capability and the preference of user. Another way, NTD/A MAY only deliver the URI of the media contents in a short message to the terminals through broadcast channel or interaction channel, and then the users MAY get the contents over interaction channel according his/her preference .

The notification message SHOULD contain some additional information. It MAY be assigned a weight to the notification message. The weight prompt the user how important the notification. Another important accessorial information is notification type, it indicate what kind of notification event relate,. 
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
