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1 Reason for Contribution

Two proposals were made in Sydney BCAST DRM meeting for the 3GPP-MBMS adaptation specification.
Nokia proposal re-used GBA but did not map onto 3GPP-MBMS key hierarchy as existing BCAST keys including group keys were introduced.
Orange / Vodafone contribution followed SEC recommendations made in Montreal with respect to the 3GPP-MBMS key hierarchy model. It recommended not using a group key as these did not exist in 3GPP / 3GPP2, and there was no valuable reason to introduce them.  
This Input Contribution reasserts the operator position expressed clearly in Sydney.

2 Summary of Contribution

Adopt SEC recommendations and the Orange / Vodafone contribution for the 3GPP-BCAST & 3GPP2-BCAST adaptation work.

3 Detailed Proposal

The above companies wish to express their following wishes for the MBMS and BCMCS BCAST adaptation specs:

1. Re-use existing MBMS 3GPP release 6 and BCMCS release 1.0 (X.S0022 – Base Specification and S.S0083 – Security Framework) key hierarchies.
2. Do not use a new group key, which is deemed unnecessary, as the return path is available and will be used for key delivery and key renewal. The introduction of a group key might imply rekeying issues for key revocation, and shifts the key delivery issue to the previous key layer.
3. Liaise with 3GPP / 3GPP2, as appropriate, to consider starting work on enabling a group key feature if this is seen as beneficial.
4. Minimise the adaptation impact by re-using existing BDS protocols, with minimal adaptations for extra BCAST functionality, if this is deemed appropriate.
5. Consider re-using existing BDS functionality without any modification if any adaptation is deemed to have an impact on smartcard implementations.
